· Obtaining feedback from patients and taking account of their views and priorities is vital for bringing about improvements in the quality of care, and keeping the patient at the centre of health services.

· The NHS Plan (2000) declared the government’s commitment in ensuring that patients and the public have a real say in how NHS services are planned and developed.  The plan promises that every NHS Trust would carry out a local survey of patients’ experiences of its services on an annual basis. More details are available on www.doh.gov.uk/nhsplan/ 
· The national patient survey programme is led by the Commission for Health Improvement (CHI) (www.chi.nhs.uk). The survey programme has three main aims:

· to provide feedback from patients which can be used locally for quality improvement

· to assess the experience of service users to provide information for performance indicators, star ratings and CHI’s inspections and reviews

· to provide information for national monitoring of the patients’ experiences. 

· CHI have commissioned Picker Institute Europe to run the Advice Centre for the NHS Patient Survey programme (www.nhssurveys.org)

· All acute NHS trusts in England with responsibility for Children’s services will be taking part in the 2004 Young Patient Survey.

· Trusts may choose to carry out their surveys in-house, or to commission one of the fourteen CHI Approved Survey Contractors to carry out the work for them.

· There are two versions of the questionnaire.
· The Young Patient-Parent or Guardian Questionnaire is designed for patients aged 0-11 years

· The Young Patient Questionnaire is aimed at patients aged 12-17 years
· A sample of 850 inpatients and day cases will receive a questionnaire.  Young Patient surveys will be posted to the parent or guardian of 0-15 year olds and directly to 16-17 year olds.  Where possible carers and patients will be encouraged to fill in the survey together.

· Patients will be asked detailed questions about various aspects of their experience which include:

· Admission

· Tests & Treatment

· Information

· Communication with Doctors & Nurses

· Pain management

· Hospital environment

· Medicines

· Discharge from hospital

· The results of the survey will be available with benchmarking to describe each trust’s position nationally across the NHS. More details available on www.chi.nhs.uk

· Information drawn from the surveys will be used by CHI to create headline NHS performance indicators and star ratings.  The indicators and star ratings will be used in Acute & Specialist Trust performance ratings, due for publication in summer 2004.

· All acute trusts in England carried out an inpatient survey in 2001/2 (Results are available from www.doh.gov.uk/acuteinpatientsurvey/index.htm )                            In 2002/3 acute trusts surveyed outpatients and emergency care patients (Results can be found at www.chi.nhs.uk/eng/surveys/index.shtml ). The same surveys are repeated on a biannual basis so trusts can monitor their progress over time.
