2. The booklet should be posted to the parent / carer alongside a return envelope. You can either use the Freepost address you have set up or include a stamped addressed envelope to a different processing address.

4. At the time of the parent / carer requesting the Easy Read, if it is likely they will receive a further mailing (e.g. due to mailing deadlines) it is worth making them aware this will happen, but that an Easy Read will also be sent to them. 
5. If the parent / carer does not take part in the survey, the code should be left as ER_requested in the separate column (which is excluded from the response rate) and an outcome code 6 added.
